Seminar Title: Multidisciplinary Responses to Latino Health Issues in the U.S.
 

Seminar Description:
Students will examine characteristics of the diverse Latino population in the U.S. and understand key health issues that Latinos face. Students will spend the bulk of the seminar examining multidisciplinary responses to Latino health challenges, including policy interventions, health promotion programs, and improvements to access, use, and quality of health care. Social and health conditions to be examined include the following: the neighborhood environment and health; obesity, physical activity, and healthy eating; cardiovascular disease; cancer prevention and control; and access, use, and quality of health care. For each topic, we will briefly overview the health challenge as it affects Latinos in the U.S. and then examine a number of health interventions specifically targeted towards Latino populations. The primary goal of the seminar will be to understand how the diverse social and cultural characteristics of Latinos in the U.S. affect health outcomes and must be accounted for when developing effective responses.
