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Seminar Title: Culture, brain and early childhood development in Latin America

 

Seminar Description:
Students will examine the importance of early-life experiences as the foundations of lifelong learning and development using an interdisciplinary approach that covers research findings from neuroscience, psychology and anthropology. The course will integrate theory and practice including early brain development, parenting practices, child care arrangements, and cross-cultural comparisons of child socialization. We will emphasize current policies and interventions that support early childhood development in underserved, lower socioeconomic status communities in Latin America and the US. Case studies related to successful policies and interventions from multiple sectors including education, health, and child protection will be used throughout the course. While the focus will be on younger children from birth to school entry and their families, longer-term outcomes will be explored.
