Seminar Title: Representational Practice in Latin American Film 

Seminar Description: This seminar will look at how health and poverty are represented in Latin American cinema, with a particular emphasis on how these representations impact current cultural and social attitudes towards these issues, as well as how critical intervention in these representational practices can help activate social change. Critical, historical, aesthetic, and social study approaches--together with exploration of ethnic significance--of these texts will be used to develop critical and analytical engagement with the cinema.  Linking together key filmic texts (such as Central Station, The Battle of Chile, and Sin Nombre), contemporary scholarly research, and specific examples where media producers have actively intervened in order to raise awareness or address particular issues related to health and poverty, the primary goal of this course is to connect media literacy to political and social action.
