Summer Field Study

The purpose of this field study component is to raise the students’ awareness of health inequities and of the pervasive impact these inequities have on communities.  The summer field study experience will spark student interest in social justice and how political agendas influence the nature and treatment of human rights. The summer field study will be a 2-3 week experience on a site in Los Angeles and in Latin America during the summer of 2013.

November 2012: collaborate with cluster team on ideas for summer field study in Los Angeles and another site in Latin America, contact each of the suggested organizations to find out feasibility

December 2012: present organizations and their feasibility to cluster faculty and get feedback, make final decision on organizations in Los Angeles and Latin America, create budget and calendar for summer field study time frame

January 2013: confirm budget and time frame with selected organizations in Los Angeles and Latin America, set deadline for applications, create flyer to advertise, present to students

February 2013: gather applications from students, begin interviewing prospective students

March 2013: interview prospective students, decide on final candidates with cluster team, confirm final participants in summer field study

April 2013: make travel arrangements for summer field study, airfare, food, health insurance, plan goals for four days of orientation to be held in May and June

May2013: hold one or two sessions of orientation for summer field study participants

June 2013: hold one or two sessions of orientation for summer field study participants

July 2013: Begin Summer field study, graduate student that accompanies them will continue to check in on student progress and encourage students

August 2013: End Summer field study and hold summer review session, work with students on presenting their findings, hold workshop to help them structure their findings
